Seniors may exempt their final exam in any class in which the following
criteria are met:

1. 80 or higher (before honor points and without recovery)
or

2. 74 or higher with
No more than 6 absences per exempted class spring semester
No class cuts spring semester
No more that 3 tardies per exempted class the last 6 weeks (4/17/8)
No in-school or out-of-school suspensions spring semester

All absences count including college visits and other pre-approved absences
(APP). Absences
due to field trips (TRP), AP exams or other official school business (SAC) do not
count. Religious holidays (REL) do not count.

Exemption is by period/class. It is possible to meet the requirements in one class
but not in all class.
Students who meet these requirements do not have to show up the day of the

exam. Unless
they have “extra periods” or “periods to give” seniors will have to attend classes

in the morning of
May 19th and 20th. Before their last day, seniors must take around the Senior

Exemption/Check
Out form. This form must be completed and turned in before the last day of

classes. We will
announce when the forms are available.
