Extraordinary seniors planning to apply to Emory University who wish to be considered as a nominee for
the Merit-based Emory Scholars Program must complete this application form and return the
application to Mrs. Greenaway in the Counseling Office by Tuesday, October 10, 2006. Northview
High School can nominate FOUR seniors as candidates for the Emory Scholars Program. The
scholarships include four years of academic study and typically range from full tuition to tuition, room,
board and fees. Emory Scholars are students who have earned outstanding records of academic
achievement, possess extraordinary personal qualities, and have made significant contributions to their
class, their school, and their community.

The NHS Scholarship Committee will notify the nominees by Friday, October 13, 2006. The FOUR
selected students will complete the Emory Scholars Program Nomination Form and submit it along with
their completed application for admission to Emory to Mrs. Greenaway by Monday, October 23,
2006. The completed package will then be sent to Emory by their postmark deadline of November 1,
2006. In January 2007, the Emory Scholar Selection Committee will choose a group of 350 semifinalists.
These semifinalists will learn of their admission to Emory University at that time. Those nominees not
selected as semifinalists will be notified of admission decisions with Emory’s regular decision pool in
early April. From the pool of semifinalists, approximately seventy finalists will interview at Emory from
March 21 to March 24, 2007 (attendance at these interviews is required).

Please note — In the past Emory Scholars have had a minimum SAT score of 1300 and unweighted GPA
3.7.
